Sunday during Lent a new symbol that relates to
one of the readings will be added to the environment.
On the First Sunday of Lent a bowl of water will be added to the
environment to represent the saving water of Baptism. With the
prefiguring of baptism in God’s saving Noah and his family from
the Great flood, the second reading highlights the baptismal
character of Lent, drawing our attention o Lent as a season of
immediate preparation of the elect for Baptism, and a season in

which Christians prepare to renew their own baptismal covenant.

Vigil when our elect will be brought to the pool to join our faith
community.
