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My Journey Home By: Fr. Sam

The last time | was home was about four and a half years ago. This journey was special because it was the longest time | had lived with-
out seeing my parents, brothers, sisters, and friends. The flight was as long as | expected from Chicago to Georgia, then to Amsterdam, and then
Nairobi, Kenya. When | arrived in Nairobi, my priest friend was waiting for me with a big smile and a big hug. The first word that came out from his
mouth was “You got small.” | looked at myself and said to him, “ No, 'm big.” Then | remembered that | was in Kenya — losing weight is not a
good thing in Kenya because it’s a sign of depression. | told him | was okay and felt healthier this way. | slept in Nairobi and left the next day in the
evening. Sleeping was difficult because of the time difference. Kenya is eight hours ahead of U.S. It took me three days to get used to the time
difference. | had some business to take care of the next day, and then | headed home.

It was a three hour drive from Nairobi to Nyahururu. As | drove, my dad kept calling me asking where | was. | arrived home, and my dad,
mom, brothers, and sisters who were home at the time all came out and everyone wanted to give me a hug at the same time. It was so beautiful. |
felt so good. |looked at each of them, calling each of them by name. As | looked around, | found that there was one lady | did not know. She
looked very different, so | thought she was a guest. | asked her, “Who are you?” And my sister gave me a look asking, “You do not know me?” So
| looked at my other sister thinking she was her friend and asked, “Who is she? Is she visiting you?” No one said a word. They just looked at me
with wonder. Finally, my mom said, “Did you forget your sis, Lucy?” The last time | saw her was when she was in 4t grade and now she’s in 9
grade. | was very apologetic to my sister and gave her a big hug. Then we went to the sitting room, opened the gifts | had brought for them. Gift
giving started with my parents, and everyone was very happy. Everyone was anxious for a gift. However, | immediately noticed that | had bought
the wrong sizes of shoes for each my sisters except for one. My sister, whom | didn’t know at first, Lucy was the only one who was able to wear 3
out of 5 pairs of shoes, and she was very happy.

Then everyone was asking me about the U.S., people, snow, and animals. They wanted to know about everything. But most of all, they
wanted to know about the parish. | had all these wonderful stories about you. | then wanted to know about all of them. Later my mom cooked my
favorite meal when | am home, cooked chicken with potatoes, and greens, and Chapati made out of wheat like tortilla. We all ate together for the
first time in four and a half years. You can'timagine how good that felt. After eating, we played some games. Someone from U.S. had given me
the game called Sequence. My family was very good and didn’t want to stop playing it. The next day, my dad took me to the farm and | saw how
many cabbages he had farmed. He told me of the challenges that the farmers faced this year, such as lack of rain and elephants visiting at night
looking for food. | took my parents out for lunch, so | could spend some time alone with them. The next day | wanted more time with my sisters, so
we went out to the city and spent the whole day together. It was a lot of fun. | did the same with my brothers. | took them at different times be-
cause they couldn't fit all in my car at the same time. For those who do not know, | have 8 sisters and 6 brothers. Just like a small ball team.
