I would like to follow up on a notice I 
saw in the bulletin a few weeks ago. This notice 
peeked my interest, so I  though I would pass along 
to you the advise my Mom gave me. First of all, let 
me acknowledge that it is always wonderful that we 
come together to worship no matter what our age. I 
especially wish to acknowledge all the ramifications 
that comes with that statement for parents getting 
teens, etc. to join us for worship! So I offer an invi-
tation to all of us. 
 Warm weather and summer bring many en-
joyable social outings for each of us; Parties, 
graduations, pool parties, days on the lakes, just to 
name a few.  Another thing that summer brings is 
our ñlaid backò attitude toward what we wear espe-
cially to church.  When I think of summer clothing, I 
think of casual, comfortable; relaxed clothing for the 
warmer days. When hot weather comes along, we 
lose sight of the dignity of dress when we come on 
Sunday for the celebration of the Eucharist, in an air
-conditioned worship space. 
 To most of us, the word ñcelebrationò de-
notes a fun time; a time to be with people we like, 
and/or our friends gathered for a special event, all of 
this is true.  However, when we come to our celebra-
tion of the Eucharist on the weekends, we need to 
remember it is not a social gathering with friends; it 
is a feast that remembers and honors, in a very spe-
cial way, the gift of our salvation through Jesus 
Christ in the Eucharist.  At weddings, funerals, and 
other special ñblack tieò church events, we dress up!  
Should we dress any different for our Sunday Eu-
charistic liturgy? 
 When I was little, I often would ask my 
Mom what I should wear to church, her response to 
me was always, ñyour Sunday best!ò   I would like 
to invite our community to consider finding ways to 
dress appropriately for Sunday worship.  Some of 
the clothing we wear is fine for gatherings with 
friends at parties, but is not appropriate for Sunday     

 

worship.  Sometimes, without knowing it, there are 
some clothing choices that are distracting and could 
be considered offensive.  Shorts, mini-shorts, mid-
riffs, tank tops, some tee shirts with sayings, foot 
wear, such as flip flops, are great for the beach, but 
our question should be, ñAre they suitable for 
church?ò  Hopefully we all agree that certain articles 
of clothing on Sundays should not be distracting or 
offensive.  Please remember that when we gather on 
Sunday to honor God, that we also dress for the oc-
casion appropriately as a sign of respect, always in 
our Sunday best.         

Some Hot Weather Safety 
Tips 

Extreme heat and high humidity can 

be dangerous to anyone, but particu-

larly to the elders, infants and young 

children, persons with disabilities and 

people on medication for chronic health problems.  Here 

are some common sense tips for handling the heat:

 Do not eat heavy meals, avoid using cooking ov-

ens. 

 Avoid or minimize physical exertion. 

 Do not let anyone (including animals) sit in a hot 

car, even for a few minutes. 

 Check on family members, friends and 

neighbors. 

 If you or anyone you know needs emergency 

medical attention, call 911. 

 It is against the law to open a fire hydrant. If you 

see an opened hydrant report it to 311 immediately.
